Ayes, all Motion carried. 
 
Sunset Elementary first grade teacher Cheryl Arnett and East Elementary fourth grade 
teacher Linda Davis presented the K-4 Science Curriculum.  (Maybell Elementary 
teacher Rhonda Willingham, also a member of the Science Committee, was not 
present).  Working with the middle and intermediate school curriculum as a model and 
using feedback from these schools, the committee rewrote the K-4 curriculum to match 
the standards, contain only the essentials and be aligned with the intermediate and 
middle school curriculum.  During the course of this process, the committee determined 
that the elementary teaching staff should change the focus of teaching from specific 
content to scientific method.  
 
Superintendent Bergmann gave a quick review of school startup.  He reported that, in 
general, enrollment is stable.  We currently show 25 students less than last year, which 
matches our enrollment projections.  First graders from Sunset and Ridgeview were 
sent back to their home schools because classes were too large.  East Elementary is 
currently our largest elementary school.  We will report on more specific school goals at 
the September board meeting.   
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Assistant Superintendent Sheridan reported that the district hired 24 new teachers for 
the 07-08 school year.  He gave an explanation of the different educator licensing for 
the State of Colorado.   
 
Assistant Superintendent Joel Sheridan reviewed the 2006-2007 CSAP scores and AYP 
results.  He reported that although test scores are down slightly from the previous year, 
district scores have been Òtrending upÓ since 2002.  It appears that the district also 
reached all but one AYP target, which was reading performance for kids with disabilities 
at the elementary school level. 
 
Superintendent Bergmann gave the board and audience an update on the campaign.  
Donations for fundraising are close to $7000.00.  The committee will be sending out a 
campaign endorsement letter soon.  The fact sheets are being distributed at the 
different school open houses. A web site will be developed as well as a DVD, all in an 
effort to educate the community of the district!s needs.  
 
MOTION 68:07 - Moved by Andrea Camp, seconded by Rod Durham, ÒThat the Board 
of Education adopt a resolution calling an election on November 6, 2007 authorizing the 
issuance of general obligation bonds and the levy of property taxes to pay such bonds; 
setting the ballot title and content for the ballot issue; providing other matters and 
ratifying action previously taken relating thereto; and providing the effective date of this 
resolution.Ó  Ayes, all.  MOTION CARRIED. 

WHEREAS, Moffat County School District RE: No. 1, Moffat County, Colorado (the 
ÒDistrictÓ), is a duly organized and validly existing school district, political subdivision and body 
corporate of the State of Colorado (the ÒStateÓ); and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Education (the ÒBoardÓ) of the District has determined that the 
interest of the District and the public interest or necessity demands the acquisition, construction, 
installation or completion of the improvements and facilities described in the ballot question set 
forth in Appendix A attached hereto (the ÒImprovementsÓ); and 

WHEREAS, there are not sufficient funds in the treasury of the District and the Board 
does not anticipate that existing sources of revenue will be sufficient to generate the moneys 
necessary to construct, acquire, install and complete the Improvements; and 

WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the interest of the District and the public 
interest or necessity demands the issuance of general obligation bonds and the levy of property 
taxes to pay such bonds in order to finance the Improvements; and 

WHEREAS, the total estimated cost of the Improvements is not expected to exceed the 
dollar amount provided in the ballot issue set forth in Appendix A, and  

 
WHEREAS, the election shall be conducted as a coordinated election in Moffat County 

in accordance with articles 1 to 13 of title 1, Colorado Revised Statutes, as amended (the 
ÒUniform Election CodeÓ); and 
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WHEREAS, the County Clerk (defined in Section 2 below) is the coordinated election 

official for the election pursuant to the Uniform Election Code, and shall be responsible for 
mailing the notice of election required by Article X, Section 20(3)(b) of the Colorado 
Constitution (the ÒTABOR NoticeÓ); and 
 

WHEREAS, the District intends to cooperate with the County Clerk to provide all 
necessary information and notices for the conduct of the election; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Board has determined to set the ballot title and content for the ballot 

issues to be submitted to the eligible electors at the election to be held on November 6, 2007. 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF MOFFAT 
COUNTY SCHOOL DISTRICT RE: NO. 1, MOFFAT COUNTY, COLORADO: 

1. An election shall be held on Tuesday, November 6, 2007 at which there shall be 
submitted to the eligible electors of the District ballot issues authorizing the issuance of general 
obligation bonds and the levy of property taxes to pay such bonds, which ballot issue shall be in 
substantially the form attached hereto as Appendix A.  Appendix A is hereby incorporated into 
this Resolution as if set forth in full herein.  

 2. The election shall be conducted as a coordinated election in Moffat County in 
accordance with the Uniform Election Code and Intergovernmental Agreement (the 
ÒIntergovernmental AgreementÓ) between the District and the Clerk and Recorder (the ÒCounty 
ClerkÓ) of Moffat County.      

 3. No later than September 7, 2007, the Designated Election Official shall certify the 
order of the ballot and ballot content to each County Clerk.  The ÒDesignated Election OfficialÓ 
is the person designated as such in the Intergovernmental Agreement or, if no person is 
designated in the Intergovernmental Agreement, the Secretary of the Board, and such person is 
hereby authorized and directed to proceed with any action necessary or appropriate to effectuate 
the provisions of this Resolution and comply with the Uniform Election Code, Article X, Section 
20 of the Colorado Constitution (ÒTABORÓ) and other applicable laws.  The election shall be 
conducted in accordance with the Uniform Election Code, TABOR and other applicable laws.  
Among other matters, the Designated Election Official shall certify the order of the ballot and 
ballot content to the County Clerk, arrange for the required notices of election, including 
arranging for mailing by the County Clerk of the TABOR Notice, and direct that all other 
appropriate actions be accomplished.  If the District refers more than one ballot issue to the 
voters at the same election (whether by this Resolution or one or more other resolutions), the 
order of the ballot shall, as provided by the rules of the Secretary of State, be as follows: first, 
measures to increase taxes; second, measures to increase debt; and, third, other referred 
measures.  If the District refers more than one ballot issue within any such category, the order 
within such category shall, unless otherwise determined by the Board, be the same as the order of 
the ballot issues in the resolution of the Board that orders that such ballot issues be so referred 
(with questions set forth in separate resolutions listed in the order in which such resolutions were 
adopted).  
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 4. All acts required or permitted by the Uniform Election Code relevant to voting by 
early votersÕ ballots, absentee ballots and emergency absentee ballots, which are to be performed 
by the designated election official, shall be performed by the County Clerk.  

 5. No later than September 25, 2007, the Designated Election Official shall submit 
to the County Clerk, in the form, if any, specified by the County Clerk, the TABOR Notice. 

 6. No later than October 17, 2007, the Designated Election Official shall ensure that 
the additional posting of financial notice is made on the DistrictÕs website or, if the District does 
not maintain a website, at the DistrictÕs chief administrative office in accordance with the 
requirements of C.R.S. ¤ 1-7-908. 

 7. If a majority of the votes cast on the ballot issue submitted at the election shall be 
in favor of such ballot issue, respectively, the District acting through the Board shall be 
authorized to proceed with the necessary action to issue bonds and levy taxes in accordance with 
the ballot issue which has been so approved.  Any authority to issue bonds, if conferred by the 
results of the election, shall be deemed and considered a continuing authority to issue the bonds 
so authorized at any one time, or from time to time, and neither the partial exercise of the 
authority so conferred, nor any lapse of time, shall be considered as exhausting or limiting the 
full authority so conferred. 

 8. For purposes of C.R.S. ¤ 1-11-203.5, this Resolution shall serve to set the ballot 
title and content for the ballot issues set forth herein and the ballot title and content for such 
ballot issues shall be the text of the ballot issues.  

 9. The officers and employees of the District are hereby authorized and directed to 
take all action necessary or appropriate to effectuate the provisions of this Resolution. 

 10. All actions not inconsistent with the provisions of this Resolution, heretofore 
taken by the members of the Board and the officers and employees of the District, directed 
toward holding the election for the purposes stated herein are hereby ratified, approved and 
confirmed. 

 11. All prior acts, orders or resolutions, or parts thereof, by the District in conflict 
with this Resolution are hereby repealed, except that this repealer shall not be construed to revive 
any act, order or resolution, or part thereof, heretofore repealed. 

 12. If any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this Resolution shall be adjudged 
to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph, 
clause or provision shall not affect any of the remaining sections, paragraphs, clauses or 
provisions of this Resolution, it being the intention that the various parts hereof are severable. 

 13. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage.

$29,500,000, WITH A REPAYMENT COST OF UP TO $54,000,000, AND SHALL

• UPGRADING OUTDATED TECHNOLOGY INFRASTRUCTURE AND REPLACING 

OUTDATED CLASSROOM COMPUTERS, 
 
• CONSTRUCTING NEW CLASSROOMS AND OTHER INTERIOR SPACES AT 

CRAIG MIDDLE SCHOOL TO IMPROVE EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES, WHILE 
PRESERVING EXISTING AUDITORIUM, GYM AND SHOP AREAS, 

 
• RENOVATING AND RETROFITTING THE EXISTING CRAIG INTERMEDIATE 

SCHOOL CAMPUS AND THE THREE EXISTING ELEMENTARY SCHOOLS TO 
INCLUDE PRESCHOOL THROUGH 5TH GRADE, 

 
AND, TO THE EXTENT FUNDS ARE AVAILABLE AFTER PROVIDING FOR THE 
ABOVE PURPOSES, FOR THE PURPOSE OF REPAIRING AND IMPROVING EXISTING 
SCHOOL FACILITIES, BY THE ISSUANCE AND PAYMENT OF GENERAL 
OBLIGATION BONDS, WHICH BONDS SHALL BEAR INTEREST AT A MAXIMUM NET 
EFFECTIVE INTEREST RATE NOT TO EXCEED 6.25% AND MATURE, BE SUBJECT TO 
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REDEMPTION, WITH OR WITHOUT PREMIUM, AND BE ISSUED, DATED AND SOLD 
AT SUCH TIME OR TIMES, AT SUCH PRICES (AT, ABOVE OR BELOW PAR) AND IN 
SUCH MANNER AND CONTAINING SUCH TERMS, NOT INCONSISTENT HEREWITH, 
AS THE BOARD OF EDUCATION MAY DETERMINE; SHALL AD VALOREM 
PROPERTY TAXES BE LEVIED IN ANY YEAR, WITHOUT LIMITATION AS TO RATE 
AND IN AN AMOUNT SUFFICIENT TO PAY THE PRINCIPAL OF, PREMIUM, IF ANY, 
AND INTEREST ON SUCH BONDS AND TO FUND ANY RESERVES FOR THE 
PAYMENT THEREOF; AND SHALL ANY EARNINGS FROM THE INVESTMENT OF 
THE PROCEEDS OF SUCH TAXES AND BONDS (REGARDLESS OF AMOUNT) 
CONSTITUTE A VOTER-APPROVED REVENUE CHANGE?
